The Texas Classical Association is pleased to welcome its members to the campus of the University of Texas at San Antonio for its annual fall conference on November 7-8, 2014.  Sessions will be held on the UTSA campus beginning Friday afternoon at the University Center Building in the Denman room with a lecture by our keynote speaker, Dr. Hans-Friedrich Mueller, Thomas B. Lamont Professor of Ancient & Modern Literature, and Chair of the Department of Classics at Union College.  His presentation entitled “Nox Intempesta:  Religious and Legal Oddities of Nocturnal Rome” will begin at 4:00pm.  After the presentation, those who would like to reserve a spot to eat dinner together may meet at Aldaco’s restaurant, details further below.

Saturday’s sessions will also be held at the Denman room at University Center.  The conference program includes a wide variety of talks of interest to Classicists throughout the morning and afternoon in the areas of research, pedagogy, and technology.  Dr. Mueller will again be addressing the group as our Keynote Speaker on Saturday afternoon with a presentation entitled “Pontifex Maximus:  The Priestly Career of Julius Caesar”.  This year’s conference cost will cover breakfast and lunch on Saturday at the conference center.  On-campus parking is $5 during weekdays, but free after 4:30pm on Friday and all day on Saturday.
